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Smartphones and tablets are becoming more popular 
for both personal and business use. While they o�er 
many advantages, they also have some drawbacks. For 
example, what happens if your smartphone is lost or 
stolen? In his presentation, Alexis FitzGerald, a consult-
ant with an MSc in information security, will describe the 
main security risks with these devices, and the simple 
measures you and your company can take to minimize 
the problem.
